New Guinea ‘Celebrette’
If consistent spectacular blooms are what you’re after then ‘celebrate’ with ‘Celebrette’- you’ve found what you’re looking for!

New Guinea Impatiens were first discovered on a plant hunting expedition to the island of New Guinea in South East Asian. Here, I am sure with huge excitement; they were noted for their vast range of bright flowers.
The 1970’s era of platform shoes, Saturday night Fever and bright colours couldn’t have been more appropriate for the commercial introduction of New Guinea Impatiens. Their bright cicadelic colours, simple shapes and visual appeal meant they fitted in perfectly with the disco era and they made a huge hit on the market.
Impatiens New Guinea ‘Celebrette’ is a new variety of Impatiens. Their masses of ‘larger than normal blooms’ provide a vivid contrast against deep green to bronze foliage. They are neat and compact in growth habit and reach a height of between 25 and 35cm.’ Leggy’ plants can easily be trimmed back to keep the bush compact.

‘Celebrette’ is suitable for containers and hanging baskets but will also establishes themselves easily and quickly in garden beds. Always ensure they are planted in well drained soil. They thrive in a soil high in organic matter but if this cannot be provided they respond well to a good organic fertilizer. 
Although ‘Celebrette’ are generally more ‘sun-forgiving’ then other New Guineas, they perform best in a position which provides afternoon shade or filtered shade from the hot sun .Excessive sun exposure will result in plants with pale burnt leaves and small hidden flowers.
Impatiens ‘Celebrette’ enjoy being consistently moist but not soggy and they hate having wet pools of water on their feet. Be aware of letting them dry out completely as this will result in wilting and flower loss. During cooler months it is best to cut back on watering times.

Impatiens New Guinea ‘Celebrette’ are easy garden subjects that provide year round colour. So put the groove back into your garden and plant ‘Celebrette’ for instant and consistent colour.
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
