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Capsicum annuum ‘Maya Salsa’
This dwarf ornamental pepper can be used as an indoor plant, in garden beds or for culinary purposes.

It produces attractive deep orange, red or yellow fruit which are elongated in length and stand just above the foliage.
Capsicum annuum ‘Maya Salsa’ peppers should be planted in moist, rich, well drained soil. To achieve this, add well decomposed compost and fertilizer to your soil when planting. They enjoy a sun or high light position. 

These very uniform, rounded plants can reach a height and width of approximately 15 cm. To encourage bushiness, pinch out the growing tips while the plant is still young.

Although ornamental peppers are heat and high humidity tolerant they still require regular watering especially when it is dry and hot in the summer months. Ensure plants dry out between watering, never over water!
Small white flowers appear from early summer and bright peppers will appear after theses flowers have dropped. As they mature the plant truly starts to show off its ornamental value as the fruit stands above the small shrub in contrasting colours. This fruit, although highly ornamental, is edible but not for the faint hearted. It is said to be extremely hot so caution should be taken when handling the plants and the fruit.
With its interesting fruit Capsicum ‘Maya Salsa’ is a sizzling contender for use in gardens. It will provide great interest in beds or around braai and entertaining areas, is very well suited to containers and of course for those that dare, provide a serious zing to food dishes.
